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WHAT IS 
CENTENNIAL PARKLANDS?

Centennial Parklands (Parklands)
consists of Centennial Park, 
Moore Park and Queens Park.
The Parklands hosts a unique blend
of local and regional land uses. 
The Parklands offers a range of
recreational and cultural experiences
in an historic landscape setting.
Centennial Parklands is managed 
by the Centennial Park and 
Moore Park Trust (Trust).

WHAT IS THIS 
BROCHURE ABOUT?

With the increasing level of use of
the Parklands and its surrounds, 
the Trust undertook to develop an
integrated Transport Access and
Parking Plan to better manage the
impact of vehicles on the Parklands,
to improve accessibility and to
enhance the Parklands sustainability.

In 2000 the Trust commissioned
Sinclair Knight Merz to undertake
the study. A Draft Plan was
developed and made available for
public comment in July 2001.
There was a high level of interest in
the Draft Plan and 594 public
submissions were received.
A range of issues were raised, with
both support for actions within the
Draft Plan and concerns in a
number of areas. The study team
has reviewed these comments and
made a number of changes to 
the Plan.

This brochure outlines the key
actions contained in the Transport
Access and Parking Plan (Plan).

THE PLANNING PROCESS

The Plan has been developed
using a combination of specialist
transport planning, environmental,
social and economic studies, along
with continuous communication
between the study team, the public
and key stakeholders.

The Plan has been developed to
address a number of issues
including:

> improve public transport
connections to the Parklands;

> improve access to the
Parklands for people 
with disabilities;

> better linking of walking and
cycling facilities within the
Parklands and to external
facilities;

> enhance accessibility for all
users whilst maintaining the
Parklands environment;

> safety and amenity concerns
arising from the actions of
groups of training cyclists;

> the negative impacts of vehicles
in the natural Parklands
environment;

> resolve current visitor/vehicle
conflicts and safety issues; and

> respond to the wider transport
agenda.

These issues have been debated
throughout the development of the
Plan. The actions contained within
the Plan have been designed to
address these issues via a wide
range of mechanisms, taking into
account issues such as technical
specifications, community and
stakeholder opinions, costs and
the feasibility of implementation.
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WHEN WILL THE ACTIONS
WITHIN THE PLAN 
BE IMPLEMENTED?

The Plan has been adopted as 
an amendment to the 
Centennial Parklands Plan 
of Management (1998).

The actions contained within the
Plan will be implemented over time
as funding becomes available.
The Trust will continue to pursue a
range of funding sources, 
although it is anticipated that in the
short term funding for the Plan’s
actions will be sourced from 
State Government through the 
Park Improvement Plan.
